
  

 On a recent visit to Bostonôs Institute of Contemporary Art, I enjoyed exploring the work of 

Shephard Fairey, a street artist who has ñcome in out of the cold,ò to present his work in a museum       

setting for the first time.  

 Shephard Fairey: Supply & Demand opened on February 6, 2009 and continues until August 

16, 2009. The eighty works on display include screen prints, stencils, stickers, rubylith illustrations, 

collages, and works on wood, metal, and canvas. His fame took a monster leap forward when he      

created the ñiconicò poster of Barack Obama during the 2008 presidential campaign. 

 Accompanying the vivid portraits and posters, some of which spanned an entire wall, is a video 

loop of interviews and clips of his past activities. It helped the visitor connect to the artist by seeing his 

image and hearing him speak about his work while viewing it at the same time. 

 An early experience of making a stenciled image of  wrestler and actor Andre the Giant (ñThe 

Princess Brideò), led him ñfrom humble beginnings as a defiant, skateboard-obsessed art student    

pasting homemade stickersò into an influential street artist career. The tattered remnants of that stencil 

are on display with other Fairey memorabilia.      AS
